Mayor Eric Adams knows what it takes to succeed.

Born in Brooklyn and raised in Queens, he watched his single mom clean houses to suppo her six kids. There wasn't always food
on the table. They were o en on the brink of homelessness. When he was 15 years old, he was arrested—and then beaten by
o0 icersin the basement of the 103rd Precinct.

Remarkably, Mayor Adams let that horrible experience push him forward. He remembered the respect a orded to the Black
police o icer who'd helped put an end to his assault. He was counseled by Reverend Herbe Daughtry, a community leader, that
he could help change the police depa ment from within. And so he decided to become a cop.

That determination changed his life. Mayor Adams earned an associate degree from New York City College of Technology while
working, a bachelor’s degree from the John Jay College of Criminal Justice, and eventually an MPA from Marist College. He spent
more than two decades in the New York Police Depa ment, rising to the rank of captain. He also co-founded the group 100
Blacks in Law Enforcement Who Care, pushing for reform of police culture.

He fought crime, and he fought police misconduct.

Ramon Emilio Fernandez, PhD

Assistant Professor, Mathematics

Professor Ramon Emilio Fernandez joined Pace in 2016 and serves as the coordinator for developmental and first-year
math courses.

Professor Fernandez's teaching and research lie at the intersection of public education policy and high school mathemat-

ics content. His service is grounded in areas of justice, equity, diversity, and inclusion, as well as community service in public
schools in the Bronx, and more recently in the Yonkers public school system. He leads various e o s at Pace University and has
founded several. These include becoming co-coordinator of anti-racism education for Dyson, founding co-chair of the People
of Color Collective, and founding faculty advisor to the Dominican and christian student associations.

Since joining Pace, Professor Fernandez has trained over a dozen students in academic research in STEM, has mentored more
than four dozen students, and remains devoted to student and faculty development. About half a dozen of his research men-
tees have secured graduate school positions in prestigious STEM programs and internships.

Anna Shostya, PhD

Associate Professor, Economics

A native of Ukraine, Professor Anna Shostya is the Associate Economics Chair and faculty advisor for the Pforzheimer Honors
College. Her major fields of study are transition economies, sustainable development, and higher education pedagogy.

Joining Pace faculty in 2000, Professor Shostya has designed and taught high-impact courses that cultivated students’ curiosity
and fostered life-long critical thinking skills. Her Learning Communities courses combined economics with other disciplines,
such as political science and photography. For 10 years, she had also been a visiting lecturer at the University of Shanghai for
Science and Technology. Her teaching in China helped her develop and teach a study-abroad course, From Wall Street to the
Great Wall, that gave Pace students an oppo unity to explore China’s economy and culture first-hand.

Her passion for economics encouraged hundreds of young female students to explore the traditionally male-dominated
discipline. Being a firm believer in undergraduate research, Professor Shostya has supervised Honors theses and research proj-
ects that students presented at the Society of Fellows and professional conferences. Her mentorship and dedication to student
research—for which she received numerous mentorship awards—helped many of her students launch rewarding careers.

Professor Shostya is an avid photographer and has pa icipated in several photo exhibitions. At Pace, she also organized numer-
ous student photo exhibits that explored issues of inclusion and equity within an economic framework.

Throughout her undergraduate career, she has consistently demon-
strated an exemplary dedication toward improving the Pace Community for the be er.

In the classroom, Maria Elisa has been one of the University’s best and brightest students. Earning her Bachelor of A s in Women's and Gender
Studies alongside minors in psychology and peace and justice studies, Maria Elisa also boasts a 3.88 GPA. As a result, she has earned praise from her
faculty chair as a top student who not only demonstrates a strong grasp of content but is also able to positively transform classroom environments
by pushing new students to think in new and exciting ways. As a member of the Women'’s Leadership Initiative during her first year on campus, she
demonstrated a penchant for academic leadership, even amidst upper-level students.

Maria Elisa has devoted much of her undergraduate career to the anti-tra icking movement. A er volunteering with World Without Exploitation,
she co-founded WorldWE Youth Coalition, a national youth-led network that uses advocacy, educational, and awareness raising initiatives to end
sexual exploitation and human tra icking. In her two years since co-founding the Youth Coalition, Maria Elisa has had the experience of organizing
two vi ual summits that mobilized over 1,000 young people across the country.

Additionally, she received an undergraduate research grant in Fall 2021 to unde ake pa icipatory action research with the WorldWE Youth Coalition
titled The Passion for Change Knows No Age: An Exploration of Youth Leadership in the Anti-Trafficking Movement. In her capstone project, she
examined the role of young people working in a national coalition of organizations dedicated to ending sexual exploitation and human tra icking,
and considered how youth addresses gaps in the movement, generates new strategies to advocate for change, and activates other young people
to pa icipate in political spaces. Through this work, she was invited by the United Nations to speak at the 65th annual Commission on the Status of
Women-serving as an impo ant representative to a majorly influential group regarding this pressing issue.

For her commitment to Pace and her extraordinary accomplishments in leadership and academic achievement, it is a pleasure to award Maria
Elisa Escobar the 2022 Trustee Award.

Madison Renee Sha has been an exemplary student leader during her time at the Elisabeth Haub School of Law, demonstrating outstanding com-
mitment to academic excellence, public service, community spirit, diversity, equity, and inclusion.

At Haub Law, she focused her studies on environmentalism, international rights, and social justice. In her final year alone, Madison dra ed success-
ful motions for the International Union for the Conservation of Nature (IUCN). Her motion aims to prevent future zoonotic diseases like COVID-19.
She also worked for the Environmental Protection Agency’s Waste and Chemical Enforcement Division and became a published author. She then
went on to present her paper, “International Law and Climate Displacement: Why a Climate Justice Approach is Needed” at the first Symposium on
Legal System Changes to Address Climate Change and the Energy Transition held in Texas in April.

While earning her environmental ce ificate, Madison has also prioritized community at the law school, spearheading many programs and initiatives
as President of the Law School's Student Bar Association. She has used her pla orm to consistently address intersections of legal education and
social issues. She founded and implemented the first-ever free textbook exchange at Haub Law to ensure resources for students who could oth-
erwise not a ord their course books. Now, the library is a success with more than 400 books in exchange each semester. Madison also founded the
Peer Leader program, assigning upper-level students to incoming first-year students, and organized the first-ever suicide prevention walk at Haub
Law. The event raised $6,000 for the American Foundation for Suicide Prevention, which brought pa icipants and speakers together from across
the state to create awareness of mental health.

Madison continues to utilize her pla orm to amplify other voices. During her final semester, she commenced a legislative proposal to Haub School
for implementing new diversity requirements for student learning. Madison feels that pa of being a successful lawyer means challenging our own
biases, continuing our learning, and redefining the status quo to be the best for all people.

For her demonstrated academic excellence, leadership, and service to the law school and community, the Elisabeth Haub School of Law honors
